I am also happy to announce that Southern Nevada Federation of Republican WomenÕs clubs 
are co-hosts of this yearÕs Lincoln Day Dinner.  The fundraising event, spearheaded by ARW 
member State Senator Barbara Cegavske, will be held at The Venetian on Saturday 
February 27th.  The keynote speaker for this special evening will be Minnesota Governor Tim 
Pawlenty:
Éregarded as one of the nation's most innovative, energetic, reform-minded and accomplished 
governors.  Now serving his second term as the 39th governor of Minnesota, Governor 
Pawlenty has brought increased accountability to state government, held the line on taxes, 
improved K-12 education standards and made Minnesota a leader in energy reform. 

As Governor, he has balanced Minnesota's budget three times without raising taxes, despite 
facing record budget deficits.  Governor Pawlenty's most notable accomplishments include 
proposing and signing into law significant new benefits for veterans and members of the military; 
enacting a property tax cap, eliminating the marriage penalty and cutting taxes; toughening the 
state's education standards; reforming the way teachers are paid through a nation-leading 
performance pay plan; instituting free-market health care reforms that increase accountability 
and provide tax credits to encourage the use of health savings accounts; and implementing a 
plan to Americanize our energy sources by generating 25% of the state's electricity from 
renewable sources by 2025. 

Under Governor Pawlenty's leadership, Minnesota leads the nation in a variety of measures.  
Minnesota ranks first among states in Fortune 500 companies per capita, first in overall quality 
of life, first in homeownership, first in percentage of residents with a high school diploma, and 
first in residents over 25 with a bachelors degree.  Minnesota has the highest average ACT 
scores in the nation and is among the "Healthiest States in America."

Did you know that reading is one way we shape our beliefs and character? By losing ourselves in a good 
book, we can find fundamental truths about our own lives and the lives of people around us. Reading 
broadens our horizons and opens our minds to new possibilities. Reading is the key to a good education. It 
allows a continuum of learning, enabling an individual to achieve his goals, reach his full potential, and 
participate fully in society.
 
For these reasons and many, many more it is important for us to support Literacy programs in our community. 
I would like to suggest that we collect new or very gently  used books and bring them to our monthly 
meetings. I will make sure they are delivered to the Kids to Kids program. And they will make sure that our 
donated books are delivered to schools that are in the greatest need.

Literacy from Birth to Early Childhood
Part 1

Research has proved that early steps to reading can have lasting results with a very young 
childÕs success in reading development and early school success. Whether you are a parent, 
grandparent, caretaker, Sunday School Teacher, babysitter or have any contact with pre-school 
children on a casual basis there are steps to take to help a child develop some reading readiness.

Introducing small children to rhymes, songs or simple poetry makes a child aware of sounds in 
language and provides opportunities for that child to practice manipulating sounds.  Children love 
reciting simple rhymes especially with an adult partner.  Making rhymes a game is even more fun.  
The Mother Goose rhymes are a classic and great place to start.  Make that introduction even 
more fun with a simple sock puppet as part of a reading chorus.  Simple Mother Goose rhymes 
can be found in the Public Libraries and at all favorite book vendors.   Sit back, watch your 
audience greet you with lots of smiles, giggles and wide eyes.

A few examples of classic Mother Goose nursery rhyme books are:

Mother Goose. Mother Goose: A Collection of Classic Nursery Rhymes illustrated by  Michael 
Hague.  The book contains forty-Þve delicately illustrated rhymes.

Mother Goose. Real Mother Goose illustrated by Blanche Fisher Wright. 

Mother Goose.  Tomie dePaolaÕs Mother Goose illustrated by Tomie dePaola.  Accompanying 
these old favorites in large format are lavish illustrations.

on;

conducted.

STATE CONVENTION
