Since her parents had been
in the music business, she decided to start singing for a living,
which she did for 8 years. In 1999, she was privileged to be
asked by the Department of Defense to entertain the U.S. Troops
in Bosnia. Entertaining is a lot of fun, but unless you're Cher, you
can't do it forever. It was time to find a career that didn't require
short skirts and high heels.

2010 Census Year is Coming - Be Alert

Be Cautious About Giving Info to Census Workers.

With the U.S. Census process beginning, the Better Business Bureau (BBB) advises people to b
cooperative, but cautious, so as not to become a victim of fraud or identity theft..

The first phase of the 2010 U.S. Census is under way as workers have begun verifying the addre:
of households across the country. Eventually, more than 140,000 U.S. Census workers will cout
every person in the United States and will gather information about every person living at each
address including name, age, gender, race, and other relevant data.

The big question is - How do you tell the difference between a U.S. Census worker and a Con

Artist?

The Better Business Bureau (BBB) offers the following advice:

¥ If a U.S. Census worker knocks on your door, they will have the following:
1. a badge
2. a hand held device
3. a Census Bureau canvas bag, and
4, a confidentiality notice.
¥ Ask to see their identification and their badge before answering their questions.

However, you should never invite anyone you don't know into your home.

¥ Census workers are currently only knocking on doors to verify address
information. Do not give your Social Security number, credit card or banking
information to anyone, even if they claim they need it for the U.S. Census.

¥ While the Census Bureau might ask for basic financial information, such as a
salary range, it will not ask for Social Security, bank account, or credit card
numbers nor will employees solicit donations.

¥ Eventually, Census workers may contact you by telephone, mail, or in person at
home. However, they will not contact you by Email, so be on the lookout for
Email scams impersonating the Census. Never click on a20link or open any
attachments in an Email that are supposedly from the U.S. Census Bureau.

Thank you for your continued awareness and being alert to questionable situations! Be careful, u
discretion when opening the door to strangers, especially in the dark, and be aware of what you c
ask to determine their legitimacy.
