For these reasons and many, many more it is important for us to support Literacy programs in our
community. | would like to suggest that we collect new or very gently used books and bring them to our
monthly meetings. | will make sure they are delivered to the Kids to Kids program. And they will make sure
that our donated books are delivered to schools that are in the greatest need.

Part 2
Reading Bedtime Stories to a Child

The bedtime story can sometimes seem like a chore, but to a toddler it is a time when the child
has the parentCs undivided attention. Count the bedtime story as a quality time.

Parents have all been there. 1t0s past the childCs bedtime and the parent has had a long day and
is totally pooped. In such cases set a rule of one book. The child will scour his/her collection for
the one book the child wants to hear. If there is more time have the child select two or three
books depending on the booksO length plus your energy level.

If you have never read a chosen book before, a tip is to read it before hand to spare your child
from a boring time. Look at the words, select the exciting parts, and the best part of bedtime
reading is to awaken that dramatic character actor in you. The more animated the reader can get
the more fun for all involved.

Make sure the child is sitting up in bed. This brings an association with bedtime. If this becomes
the routine when the last book is Pnished your child will associate the bookOs end with sleeping
time.

Take time with a story. Treat a story that has been read many times like the prst time the child
has heard it Answer questions the child may have about the story. Tolerate the seemingly
endless conversation up to a degree otherwise the child picks up on any impatience. Give the
story its due justice.

Feel free during the bedtime story to use accents, interesting voices, or even sing parts of the
story. This will make your child laugh, think you are very sophisticated, or maybe just plain
weird. This is all part of the fun plus again emphasizes the advice to be the world0s best
character actorfactress.

To promote literacy during a bedtime story pick a word and teach it to the child. Point that
word out every time it appears in a storybook.

Examples of a few bedtime stories are:

Asch, Frank. Good Night, Baby Bear. Baby Bear keeps asking for the moon which makes it hard
for his mother to get him to bed down and hibernate for the winter.

Brown, Margaret Wise . Sheep Don& Count SheepThereGs too much going on in the Peld and a
little lamb canCt get to sleep so his mother has him count butterRRies.

Wells, Rosemary. Goodnight Max. Max is the master of procrastination and has to change his
PJGs three times before he can go to sleep.

I would like to contact as many long-time members and Past Presidents of the NvFRW as possible (particularly those active p
to 1990) to ask if they might happen to have any old NVFRW records stashed somewhere and long forgotten; and, m
importantly, if they would be willing to take the time to write down some of their memories of earlier NvFRW and Regents
business and activities. Such information would be invaluable to compiling a proper historical record.

I am asking you to please post this note in your newsletters, and make it available and my request known at your monthly B
and membership meetings. If there are members/former members you would like me to personally contact, please give me 1
names and addresses.

Compiling an accurate and complete history of the NvFRW and its Regents program is very important to this Federation - anc
me personally. The history of any organization is the strength of its foundation and should be a readily available resource for
current and future members, never to be forgotten. Once this record is somewhat compiled, it will be accessible on the NvF!
website; www.nvfrw.conj, available for updating and, hopefully, never to be lost.
