Did you know that reading is one way we shape our beliefs and character? By losing ourselves in a good

= book, we can find fundamental truths about our own lives and the lives of people around us. Reading
broadens our horizons and opens our minds to new possibilities. Reading is the key to a good education. It
allows a continuum of learning, enabling an individual to achieve his goals, reach his full potential, and
participate fully in society.

For these reasons and many, many more it is important for us to support Literacy programs in our
community. | would like to suggest that we collect new or very gently used books and bring them to our
monthly meetings. | will make sure they are delivered to the Kids to Kids program. And they will make sure
that our donated books are delivered to schools that are in the greatest need.

Having people
from the community share a favorite book shows that reading and books are
important to everyone, not just teachers.

Reading To/With the Beginning Reader

One of the most rewarding moments in the life of a parent, teacher, or children’s librarian is watching
the enthusiasm of a beginning reader as

a child is able to comprehend the written words found in a book. It is the big “ah-hah” moment.

Most beginning readers are inconsistent in their journey to reading. A word is known one day, but not
the next or the same word in two different parts of a book may be recognized with the first

encounter, but not the second time. Don’t get upset by this. It is all part of the decoding and learning
experience.

Here are some tips for reading with the beginning reader:

® The skill of reading needs time. The beginning reader needs at least 20 minutes a day to read
with someone. The books used should be easy.

Rereading a book over and over helps the child develop fluency. After a time the adult will
notice the child’s reading becomes easier when the beginning reader doesn’t have to stop as
often to decode words.

If the beginning reader gets stuck on a printed word help the child sound out the word or look
at the first letter of the word. With a difficult word simply supply the word and continue with
the reading.

Take turns reading with the beginning reader. When a child gets to listen to an adult’s fluent

reading the beginning reader will hear the sound of a good reader. After the adult has read,
have the child read the same pages. This is a chance for the new reader to practice
expressive reading.

Don’t have unrealistic expectations. We all learn at different rates. Ask the child’s teacher
what his/her reading rate is.

Above all nurture the beginning reader by making reading a daily habit and instilling a lifelong
love of reading. Try very hard to make reading a happy and relaxed experience.

Different types of books that are fun for beginning readers such as rhyming books or books with
clear attractive illustrations. Pick award-winning books. Google annual lists of books chosen by/
for young readers. Let the beginning reader explore different genres of books such as picture
books, informational books, storybooks, magazines, poetry and more.

Get the beginning reader a public library card as soon as possible. When selecting books in a
library or book store don’t force a book on a child. Offer a selection of books and let the child
select his or her choice.

Have fun and enjoy the new reader and welcome the beginning reader to the new world of
reading.
